RCP D-1350 Storm Drain Pipe 

 
Prospective bidders are hereby notified that the Inland Valley Development Agency (IVDA) will receive 
sealed bid proposals for the purchase of 1,187 Lineal Feet of 90” RCP D-1350 Storm Drain Pipe and 
1,052 Lineal Feet of 78” RCP D-1350 Storm Drain Pipe, delivered with lift-holes to the project site in the 
City of San Bernardino.  Such proposals will be received until 2:00 p.m. on Friday, August 11, 2006, at 
IVDA’s office, attention Clerk of the Board, at which time said bids will be publicly opened and read.

IVDA has obtained from the Director of the Department of Industrial Relations the general prevailing rate 
of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work.  Said rates are on file at 
the IVDA Administration office and they will be made available to any interested party upon request.  
Each Contractor to whom a contract is awarded must pay the prevailing rates and post copies thereof at 
the job site.  IVDA reserves the right to reject any and all proposals, to waive any irregularity or to award 
the contract to other than the lowest bidder.  Bidder may not withdraw his/her/its bid for thirty (30) days 
after bid opening.  Because of construction time constraints, pipe materials must be available for 
immediate delivery. 
 
Contractor is advised that he/she/it may, at his/her/its sole cost and expense, substitute securities 
equivalent to any monies withheld by the IVDA to insure performance under the contract.  Such securities 
shall be deposited with the IVDA or with a State or Federally Chartered Bank as escrow agent who shall 
pay such monies to the Contractor upon satisfactory completion of the contract.  The Contractor shall be 
the beneficial owner of any securities substituted for monies withheld and shall receive any interest 
thereon.  Securities eligible for investment under this section shall include those listed in Government 
Code Section 16430 or bank or savings and loan certificates of deposit.
